A number of additional state-
of-the-art technologies include
the effective use of opaque,
low-level glass which helps
increase natural light into the
building, which will reduce the
need for artificial lighting on dull
days.

External fixed blinds help cut
direct sunlight on to the glass and

so minimise the use of energy
required to cool the building.

Hyper-efficient condenser
units operate the temperature
control system throughout the
year, avoiding the need . for
radiators and a separate air
conditioning system.

Movement sensors operate all
the lights in the building.

State-of-the-art Dyson Airblade
hand dryers are far more
effective than paper towels and
use up to 80 per cent less energy
than a standard dryer.

In addition, water consump-
tion is reduced by “harvesting”
roof rainwater to flush the
toilets.

Commenting on the look and
feel of the offices, Mayor Clir Pat
Nash said: “This is a landmark
that we should all be proud of.
The use of technology to reduce
energy and water consumption
sets the benchmark for others
and the work environment is
comfortable and friendly.”
