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Building a better Bletchley

This vast leisure and residential project in the heatrof Bletchley is currently
the largest scheme on the SDC books at £43 million Wi planning now
submitted following a successful process of public consultation.

Facilities at the new leisure centre include
a 25-metre swimming pool, sauna, steam
room, sports hall, multi use hall, gym,
aerobic room, spinning studio, four squash
courts, indoor bowls, function suite, cafe
and integral multi storey car park. There
will also be up to 300 mixed tenure new
homes as part of the overall scheme. In
addition, Bletchley's Princes Way will be
narrowed to make it a pedestrian friendly
street with a new plaza being created
between the Leisure Centre entrance and
Elizabeth Square. Work on this important
regeneration scheme is scheduled to start
on site in March 2008 with completion
due in March 2010.

Jan Tabecki, the SDC Bid Manager, who is
co-ordinating the design efforts said Owe
are entering into a very exciting phase of

the project now that the concept design is
agreed and the more detailed designs are
being developed. We have an extremely
strong relationship with Milton Keynes
Council our development partner who
have provided invaluable input throughout
the process to date.
